Key Themes

Subjectivity and Objecthood

The Dialogue of Earthen and Architectural Forms:

A wooden structure with intricate cutouts stands as a
monumental reinterpretation of vernacular architecture,
backlit to emphasize its delicate symmetry.

The circular ceramic base, glazed soft pink, supports an

adobe mud plaster fragment painted with aliz, connecting

ﬁontemporary artistic practice to traditional material
istories.

Bridging Regions and Histories:

Combines Southwestern earthen traditions with Bay Area
innovation, inviting viewers to consider the poetic potential
of humble, land-based materials.

Highlilghts the enduring relevance of adobe and clay as
vessels of cultural memory and contemporary storytelling.

Layered Perception and lllumination:

The backlit wooden panel creates a dynamic interplay of
light and shadow, transforming its cutout patterns into
ethereal, performative shapes.

This theatrical lighting draws attention to the texture and
depth of each material, inviting viewers to engage in slow,
deliberate observation.




Portland Loo Art Project
Jan. 22 — Telegraph Business Improvement District

Public Art Proposal: Part of the TBID's partnership with the City of Berkeley on the new 24/7 public
restroom outside the Public Parking Garage on Channing Way. Design and install a decorative vinyl wrap
on the exterior and interior of the Portland loo that complements the existing mural “Marvelous Miss

Mars”.

Project Site:

Production and Maintenance:

The TBID is a partner with Public Works on the new 24/7 restroom development which includes this
project. The full cost of the project is funded by the TBID with support from the UC Berkeley
Chancellors Community Partnership Fund. The TBID has contracted with the artist to design the
artwork and coordinate the production and installation with a local company. The TBID will also sign an
MOU with Public Works to cover the installation and maintenance responsibilities.

The most used and manufacturer recommended medium for applying artwork is adhesive vinyl. This
project will utilize high-quality vinyl materials with a protective laminate layer designed for high-touch
environments and protected from UV light. The anticipated lifespan of the vinyl is between three to
seven years. Replacement panels will be ordered during the initial printing so that there will be reserves
on hand as needed.

The TBID maintains a capital improvements fund which will be used to address damage to the
artwork. The Telegraph Ambassadors will provide daily support and supervision to help address
vandalism as part of their routine tasks and monitor the site for damage or other issues. They are
equipped with various tools and supplies to remove graffiti, stickers and posters. They routinely
remediate vandalism on public art works in the district.

The restroom project has already begun and construction is estimated to be completed by February
2025.
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Accessible Design:

All interior and exterior panels are intended to be viewed from accessible sidewalk spaces and the
restroom interior is wheelchair accessible. The design is purely visual art and uses bold and high contrast
styles in a well-lit setting, aiding individuals with low vision. A project label with written identifying
information will be printed on the exterior design within comfortable viewing height for both standing
and seated people between 48” & 67” above ground level. The label will be designed for maximum
legibility and will consist of minimal text using accessible sans-serif fonts. Secondary interpretation
options have not been identified but could include direction to an online text description of the artwork
for Text to Speech users.

The Artist: Forest Wolf Kell, is a multi-disciplinary artist working in Portland, Oregon. Graduate of
Portland State University in 2017 with a bachelor’s degree in Fine Art. Most of his works are
paintings and illustrations with aesthetics influenced by graffiti and tattoo culture. Kell is the owner,
head artist and co-curator of the Portland arts collective and clothing company, Last Bus Club. Kell
and his collective have organized, curated and presented many unique art exhibitions and events.
You may have seen his work at the Aiden by Best Western on University & Sacramento as well as
the Mars mural at the project site.

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Memorandum of Understanding

Purpose

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets for the terms and understanding between the
Telegraph Property and Business Management Corporation (TPBMC) and the City of Berkeley
Department of Public Works to implement the installation and upkeep of the decorative vinyl wrap for
the Restroom in the Right of Way project in the Telegraph Business District.

Background

The TPBMC - d.b.a. Telegraph Business Improvement District (TBID) — operates services and programs to
improve the cleanliness, pedestrian environment, and economic vitality of the Telegraph Avenue
commercial district in Berkeley, CA. The TBID has partnered with the City of Berkeley to advance the
development of the Restroom in the Right of Way project in the Telegraph District. As a contribution to
the project the TBID is sponsoring the addition of a decorative vinyl art wrap to cover the interior and
exterior surfaces of the Portland Loo unit.

The wrap design has been created by muralist Forest Wolf Kell who's existing work, the “Marvelous
Miss Mars” mural, is a prominent fixture at the project site. Funding for the wrap project is supported
by a grant from the UC Berkeley Chancellor’s Community Partnership Fund. Subsequently, the TPBMC
will donate the decorative wrap to the City of Berkeley, but will remain responsible for the maintenance,
upkeep and eventual removal if needed.

The above goals will be accomplished by undertaking the following activities:
A. Public Art Approval:

Prior to installation, the TBID will ensure that the art wrap project is reviewed and approved by the
Civic Arts Commission. The design and installation will comply with all relevant guidelines and
requirements as a public art installation.

B. Installation:

The TBID will be solely responsible for the provision of all materials and installation of the decorative
wrap. The wrap will be produced and installed by a qualified local contractor using high-quality
materials suitable for heavy use environments.

C. Maintenance:

The TBID has dedicated funding to cover repair or replacement costs as needed. The wrap surfaces will
be cleaned regularly by the janitorial contractor servicing the site with occasional assistance from the
Telegraph Clean & Safe Ambassadors. Routine maintenance will include cleaning and graffiti abatement.
In the case of substantial damage to all or a portion of the wrap the TBID will provide for the timely
repair or replacement. Any repair or replacement work will utilize the same artistic design and materials
as approved by the Civic Arts Commission.

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D. Placement:

The wrap will be designed and manufactured to cover all of the interior and exterior solid wall and door

panels as shown in Attachment A. Only flat continuous surfaces will be covered with cut-outs to
accommodate all fixtures, hardware, signs, or other objects attached to the surface.

Duration

This MOU is at-will and may be modified by mutual consent of authorized officials from the TPBMC or
City of Berkeley. This MOU shall become effective upon signature by the authorized officials from the
Telegraph Business Improvement District and City of Berkeley Department of Public Works and will
remain in effect until modified or terminated by any one of the parties by mutual consent.

RECOMMENDATION

Recommend that the Civic Arts Commission and the Housing Advisory Commission
(HAC) recommend to the City Council that it refer a draft ordinance (Attachment 1)
amending the Municipal Code to implement AB 812 (Chapter 747) authorizing a certain
percentage of affordable units be reserved for artists up to 10% of those required
affordable housing units consistent with the City of Berkeley’s Affordable Housing
Preference Policy to the Planning Commission for its consideration and action.

FISCAL IMPACTS OF RECOMMENDATION

The ordinance implements a state law that allows local jurisdictions with inclusionary
zoning to reserve for artists up to 10% of those required affordable housing units. The
units reserved must be located within or within one-half mile of a state-designated
cultural district or within a locally designated cultural district. The city’s inclusionary
zoning policy requires market-rate developers to build 20% of their units as affordable to
lower-income households (Below Market Rate (BMR) units) or pay an in-lieu fee.

The fiscal impact of the recommended ordinance consists of staff time dedicated to the
following activities:

e Promulgation of rules related to the requirement

e Ongoing administration of the promulgated rules

Outside of this staff time, there are no additional fiscal impacts to the City of Berkeley
from adopting this ordinance.

CURRENT SITUATION AND ITS EFFECTS

The City of Berkeley, along with the entire Bay Area, has a severe affordable housing
crisis. The impacts of this crisis are many-fold, and a key impact is the loss of a
dynamic and diverse workforce, especially for those who work in the culture and arts
arena. Cultural workers and artists are an important part of any community, providing
entertainment, thought-provoking commentary, avenues of expression, and hubs for
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Affordable Housing for Artists within Cultural Districts — Draft Ordinance

people to gather around to listen to music, see live theater, attend an art exhibit, or
participate in a poetry slam. In cities like Berkeley, artists are important contributors to
the city’s economic base, generating visitors who shop, eat at local restaurants and
bars, and stay at hotels. Without strategies and policies to work affirmatively to keep
artists and cultural workers in the city, artists will continue to be priced out of the
housing market.

The City’s Housing Element recognizes the importance of maintaining and expanding
the city’s artist community with Policy H- 8 (Workforce Housing): Develop Workforce
Housing for low- and moderate-income households, including teachers, artists, and
other residents who work in the City of Berkeley. In addition, the state recognized the
issue as one of statewide importance with adoption of AB 812 (Chapter 747) which
provides that cities with inclusionary zoning programs can set aside up to 10% of BMR
units created for lower-income artists within locally designated cultural arts districts.

On December 3, 2024, the City Council considered a recommendation, reviewed by the
Land Use, Housing & Economic Development Committee, from Councilmember Taplin,
co-sponsored by Councilmembers Hahn and Tregub, regarding implementation of AB
812. The Council voted to defer preparing an ordinance to implement AB 812 until later
in the process of developing common standards for locally designated culture districts.
While the Civic Arts Commission will be working on these common standards, it is
important to note that this effort can be undertaken simultaneously to consideration of
an ordinance implementing AB 812. In addition, the state is not accepting applications
for statewide arts district designation at this time, so the city is unable to apply until the
process is opened at an undetermined time in the future.

The city has two existing locally designated cultural arts districts: The Black Arts and
Culture District and the Arts District Overlay in downtown Berkeley. Community
members and stakeholders are exploring a possible third local arts district in West
Berkeley. Adopting an implementing ordinance sooner, rather than later, would allow
lower-income artists to be eligible for BMR units built within the existing arts districts in a
timely manner. Therefore, the joint subcommittee is recommending that the Civic Arts
Commission and the HAC recommend to the City Council that it refer the draft
ordinance to the Planning Commission for its consideration.

BACKGROUND

Members of the Civic Arts Commission made a presentation to the HAC at its July 2023
meeting regarding its desire to work with the HAC on recommendations to the City
Council to increase access to affordable housing for lower-income artists. HAC and the
Civic Arts Commission then formed a joint subcommittee to explore strategies and
policy initiatives. The joint subcommittee anticipates completing its work by June 2025,
with a series of recommendations for the Civic Arts Commission’s and HAC'’s
consideration. Preparing and recommending approval of an ordinance to implement AB
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812 is the first of several recommendations to be put forth by the joint subcommittee to
its respective commissions.

ENVIRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY AND CLIMATE IMPACTS
There are no identifiable environmental effects or opportunities associated with the
subject of this report.

RATIONALE FOR RECOMMENDATION

When Civic Arts Commissioners presented to the HAC, their key concern was that the
affordable housing crisis was adversely impacting the artist community in Berkeley by
pricing practicing artists out of the city and negatively impacting the local economy and
community vibrancy and creativity. According to a 2022 survey produced for the Civic
Arts Commission by Creative Equity Research Partners, the 163 local artists surveyed
represent a cross-section of Berkeley’s most vulnerable populations, and high housing
costs are placing the community’s thriving cultural sector at increasing risk of
displacement. Artistic professions are highly valued but poorly compensated. Of the
88% respondents who had Bachelor’s degrees, 60% reported an annual household
income of $69,000 or below, which qualified as Low Income in Alameda County. 45%
were rent-burdened. This disparity also intersects with the racial wealth gap: among
respondents who identified as non-White, 72%, reported low household incomes,
compared to 55% among those who identified as White or Caucasian.

Given the unique role that artists can play in a community’s character and prosperity,
Berkeley, along with the State of California, recognizes that policy initiatives should be
undertaken to retain and grow the artist community. Making up to 10% of BMR units
within locally designated cultural districts available to lower-income artists is one way of
achieving that goal.

ALTERNATIVE ACTIONS CONSIDERED
No alternative actions were considered.

ORDINANCE NO.

Implementation of AB 812 (Chapter 747) Authorizing a Certain Percentage of Affordable Units be
Reserved for Artists up to 10% of those Required Affordable Housing Units Consistent with the City of
Berkeley’s Affordable Housing Preference Policy

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Berkeley as follows:

Section 1. That Berkeley Municipal Code Chapter 23.328 is amended to read as follows:
Section 23.328.010 Findings and Purpose.

Section 23.328.010 is amended to add the following:

H. AB 812 (Chapter 747) authorizes a city or county that requires, as a condition of approval, that a
certain percentage of units of a residential development be affordable housing, as specified, to reserve
for artists up to 10% of those required affordable housing units, if certain conditions are met, including
that the units reserved are located within or within one-half mile from a state-designated cultural district
or within a locally designated cultural district, as specified.

I. The City of Berkeley has two locally designated cultural districts. The Black Arts and Culture District
was designated by the City Council on February 13, 2024 by Resolution No. 71,212—-N.S. 2. The Arts
District Overlay was established in Berkeley Municipal Code 23.204.130.D in 2012 as part of the
Downtown Area Plan.

J. According to a 2022 survey produced for Berkeley’s Civic Arts Commission by Creative Equity
Research Partners, the 163 local artists surveyed represent a cross-section of Berkeley’s most vulnerable
populations, and high housing costs are placing the community’s thriving cultural sector at increasing
risk of displacement. Artistic professions are highly valued but poorly compensated. Of the 88%
respondents who had Bachelor’s degrees, 60% reported an annual household income of $69,000 or
below, which qualified as Low Income in Alameda County. 45% were rent-burdened. This disparity also
intersects with the racial wealth gap: among respondents who identified as non-White, 72%, reported
low household incomes, compared to 55% among those who identified as White or Caucasian.

K. In 2023, the City Council approved the City of Berkeley’s 2023-2031 Housing Element Update, which
included several programs to produce and preserve affordable housing for a broad population including
Policy H- 8 (Workforce Housing): Develop Workforce Housing for low- and moderate-income households,
including teachers, artists, and other residents who work in the City of Berkeley.

L. In 2023, the City Council approved an Affordable Housing Preference Policy for individuals who have
previously been displaced from Berkeley and desire to return. Implementation of the AB 812 affordable
housing set-aside for low-income artists shall be consistent with the Affordable Housing Preference
Policy as it may be amended from time to time.

Section 23.328.020 Definitions
Section 23.328.020 is amended to add the following:

“Affordable housing” for the purposes of implementing AB 812 (Chapter 747) means units dedicated to
moderate-income, lower income, very low income, or extremely low income households, as defined in
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Sections 50079.5, 50093, 50105, and 50106 of the Health and Safety Code, at an affordable housing cost,
as defined by Section 50052.5 of the Health and Safety Code.

“Artist” for the purposes of this Chapter means the creator of any work of visual, graphic, or performing
art of any media, including, but not limited to, a painting, print, drawing, sculpture, craft, photograph,
film, or performance.

Section 23.328.030 Affordable Housing Regulations
Section 23.328.030 Affordable Housing Regulations is amended to add the following:
A. Requirement to Construct Affordable Units.

A. 10. Pursuant to AB 812 (Chapter 747), up to 10% of the required Affordable Units shall be reserved
for Artists, if certain conditions are met, including that the units reserved are located within or within
one-half mile from a state-designated cultural district or within a locally designated cultural district. The
percentage of Affordable Units set aside for Artists and consistency with the City’s Affordable Housing
Preference Policy shall be determined by the City Manager or their designee who may promulgate
additional rules and regulations consistent with the requirements of AB 812 (Chapter 747).

Section 2. The City Council intends that this Ordinance be construed as an amendment to the City’s
existing affordability requirements, and that the repeal and re-enactment of any requirement shall not
be construed to relieve a party of any outstanding obligation to comply with the requirements applicable
to any previously approved Housing Development Project.

Section 3. Copies of this Ordinance shall be posted for two days prior to adoption in the display case
located near the walkway in front of the Maudelle Shirek Building, 2134 Martin Luther King Jr. Way.
Within 15 days of adoption, copies of this Ordinance shall be filed at each branch of the Berkeley Public
Library and the title shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation.
